





CVHA General Meeting. Minutes

The regular General meeting of the CVHA at Denny’s restaurant on Blackstone and Herndon was called to order at
7:10 P.M. on June 1, 2011. The President, Vice President and all board members were present. Minutes for the April
6 meeting were approved as written in the newsletter. There were 5 guests present.

The TREASURER’S REPORT was given by Cheryl Thompson. There has been income from 4 new memberships, and
the only sig. expense was stamps for the newsletters that are mailed. The beginner’s clinic at Patten’s paid for itself.
OLD BUSINESS;

Brent gave followup on the club website. He reported that the Board had voted to keep the newsletter on the
member’s only page, but open the ads up to the public page. A lively discussion ensued as to what is really the
purpose of the newsletter. One point of view is that non-members can get to know our club and become interested if
they have access. Others feel that the newsletter should be a benefit of joining. A motion was eventually made that
the newsletter be moved to the public pages of the website. There was a second made and it was approved by a large
margin. Brent will be talking to Allyn, our web master, about these changes. The secretary, Sharon Booth will
investigate why the other clubs no longer send us a copy of their newsletters.

We also discussed at length how best to keep communication up to date among club members, especially in the
case of short notice information. Someone suggested posting these messages to the website, but this was felt too
cumbersome, as no one in the club has the skills to do this. It was proposed that we have a Facebook page. Sharon
volunteered to look into this idea.

NEW BUSINESS:

Since Pleasure Days show was cancelled, the money we sent for an ad in the program was offered to be returned,
or used to pay for an ad for the club at the Duck Club HDT and Pleasure Drive on July 30 — 31. The board of directors
decided on the latter.

ACTIVITIES:

Brent took a poll of the members present as to whether to plan some more clinics and outings for this summer,or
wait until cooler weather in the Fall. The consensus was to wait for cooler temps.

Sharon reported that the San Joaquin River Parkway drive will be August 20, and she is looking for participants.
This will be our second year of being invited to provide transportation to a group of donors to the Parkway from the
original mansion to their predinner treat at the Owl’s Hollow riverside area, and then back to their dinner at the
mansion. This is about one mile each way on flat wide dirt roads, primarily at the walk. This is all private property to
which public access is restricted. HORSES MUST BE COMPLETELY BOMB-PROOF, and carriages/carts which can carry
multiple passengers are preferred. Only a small number of turnouts are needed (yes, you should dress up fancy). Club
members only will be accepted to participate, due to insurance coverage. Please contact Sharon Booth ASAP if you are

The fourth Beginners’ clinic will take place June 11 at the McKee’s ranch. We discussed tentative dates for events
later this year, including the Xmas Drive in Raymond, December 3, the Ketschers play day on October 22, and possibly
a beginners’ HDT at Ram Tap in March/April.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:40.

PROGRAM:

Sallie Phillips, DVM spoke to us re: the Equine Herpes Myeloencephalopathy outbreak. She explained that the virus
is a mutation of the typical flu Rhino virus, but has a more severe effect on the neurologic system. The current flu
Rhino vaccine does not have protection for this mutant strain. The virus is primarily spread by contact between
horses, or sharing brushes, water buckets, tack, etc., or from humans touching an infected horse, and then another,
without washing between them. One can obtain up to date information on the website of the California Department
of Food and Agriculture. They currently are recommending that all horses attending shows have their temperatures
measured before arrival and for owners to sign an affidavit that the horse’s temp does not exceed 102.5. Also, they
must agree to take all the above precautions.

After much discussion at the last
meeting, the club felt that there should be
some changes in how the newsletter is
presented.

More CAA Safety Tips

Here are some more items for the Checklist before hitching:

Are your horses’ shoes appropriate for the footing needed for the road conditions?

Would your harness withstand a sudden bolt or lunge?

Is all the hardware in good shape?

Is the bridle in good condition?

Is the bit adequate to control your horses?

Is your vehicle sound and tight? (bolts, nuts, wheels, stress points, etc.)

Do you have sufficient spares and tools to make repairs on the road?

Have you thought about what you would do in an emergency? (Broken harness, bridle, vehicle,
etc.)

Vehicle Maintenance:

We have found that over time, like any machine, your vehicle will have areas which receive major
stress and will eventually show signs of wear. Some times it may be difficult to detect wear since many
drivers may not realize the points that are being stressed on their particular vehicle. Drivers must remember
that the actions of a horse will put added stress, of various levels, on a vehicle that may not be obvious to
everyone, with the exception of one who designs, builds, or repairs carriages.

Whether you have a wood or a metal vehicle, wear will always be a factor. The number one problem
is usually the loose bolt or nut. These should always be checked on a regular basis no matter what type of
vehicle. Wood vehicles will usually give away a stress point with a squeak, a crack, or a rubbing sound.
Metal vehicles can be more difficult to detect, without much warning, as a crack develops, but can be
catastrophic when they finally break.

Another situation, for either type vehicle, is not being able to see any problems due to coverings on
the frame. Usually wooden vehicles have a wood frame and the wood coverings are part of the support
structure, but metal vehicles may have light wood, plastic, or leather type coverings which are basically
cosmetic in nature and provide little or no support to the frame. Unfortunately these coverings may also be
covering a crack or a weak spot from view.

It is critical that you inspect your vehicle on a regular basis. If you are not sure, then ask one of your
driving friends for the name of someone who can check it out. It doesn’t necessarily need to be a carriage
maker, just someone who knows fine construction or manufacturing. A shop teacher at a high school is a
good example. If you have a maintenance book for your carriage, always follow the instructions. The
manufacturer always knows best.
