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President’s Message

Over the past several months the club has been offering a series of clinics for beginners and those
who are interested in driving. We started with the first session during the Ram Tap practice day with
Denise Cuendett giving a clinic and instruction to those who attended. Since then we have built upon that
group of interested drivers to take several to the next levels of training during the last 2 sessions. Many of
the participants have taken the strategies home with them to continue their training and to practice what
they have learned. This has also prepared them for the next level of skills to be presented at the following
clinic.

It seems that these sessions have become very important to the new driver as well as the training of
their horse. This has created the huge task of doing double duty at each session. We are basically
training and giving new drivers the “tools” to train their own horses to drive, as well as giving them
instruction in basic driving. The sessions have therefore been divided into 2 parts. The first part of the day
is for ground driving and getting the horse used to the harness, a new environment, conditions, or
obstacles, and the second for driving a well broke horse to get a feel for the reins.

Since all the participants are at different levels, we have had to give individual instruction to address
their needs. Some have already hitched their horse, while others are still at the ground driving stage, and
will need to do more homework. In any case, they all have a target and have an idea what they need to be
working on. Luckily, we have not had large number of participants, so we have had the time to work with
each to address problems or needs.

Although it has been a lot of work for us, the sessions have provided an opportunity for new drivers
to get the experience needed to safely participate in the sport, and to progress at a reasonable pace to fit
their needs. | can possibly see a continuation of these sessions, in some form, to bring in more people and
to develop the skills of those who have started. At each session at least one or two new folks attend to get
an idea of the sport, so spread the word. The next session will be at Jack and Marie’s McKee’s place on
June 11. There is also talk of putting on a “Pre-Training” level HDT so that some of the new drivers can try
out their new skills. More on that later. Thanks to all those who have helped with these sessions.
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CVHA Beginner Clinics

This spring the CVHA has offered a series of clinics for new drivers or anyone who was
interested in learning more about the sport of driving. The first clinic was scheduled as part of
the annual Ram Tap “Playday”, which is a day to give drivers an opportunity to use the Ram
Tap grounds to practice, condition or just to have some fun driving time. Denise Cuendett was
instrumental in giving introductory instruction to this first group of participants who were in
attendance. Demonstrations were given along with providing them with a chance to take a ride
with an experienced driver and to even take the reins to get a “feel” for driving a trained horse.

Each month following Ram Tap, an additional training clinic has been scheduled to allow
new drivers a chance to work with their horses and develop their driving skills. The April clinic
was held at the Patten Ranch with the May clinic in Dunlap at Susan and Dean Castang’s
property. These clinics were attended by a varied group of interested drivers with different
levels of driving experience. The sessions have also addressed the needs of a variety of
horses with different backgrounds as well. All sizes of horses, from minis to drafts, have
participated in the training with their owners.

The session days were divided into 2 parts, so as to give the participants a chance to
work with their horse and also an opportunity to drive a well experienced horse. Much of the
morning, and a major portion of the day, was devoted to getting instructions while ground
driving and attending demonstrations on correct harnessing and hitching. Ground driving also
included driving through a cones course with obstacles, water, and other conditions to expose
the horse to various driving situations. During lunch there was plenty of time to share, discuss,
and ask questions about what was learned. Then after lunch some of the more advanced
drivers were ready to hook-up, while others took turns driving with one of the more experienced
members to get first hand introductory instruction in reining.

The combination of new drivers with horses of varied experiences has made for some
very busy sessions for the club members. As was stated by one participant at the end of the
day, “My brain is on over load.” The participants also noted that they had plenty to work on
when they got home. The next session will be a Jack and Marie McKee’s on June 11",
Pictures continued on next page...
